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Check-out procedures

Please help us by doing the following before checking out:

1. Clean your room.

2. Return all the furniture and appliances to their original positions.

3. Contact the Guest House staff for a pre-departure room check at least one day prior to your
departure (3~4 days prior to departure for long-term residents). Please note that you will be
required to pay for any damaged or lost furniture and appliances.

4. If you check out on a day that is not a waste collection day, please separate waste by category.
The recyclable waste needs to be put into the recyclable waste box on the 1% floor. For ordinary

trash, please put it in a clear plastic bag and leave it in the room.

5. Put the used bed linen (sheet, quilt cover and pillowcase) in the green linen collection box on the
1* floor.

6. Hand the room key to the Guest House staff in the administrative office. If a staff member is not

present, put it in the key collection box on the right side of the office.
